We collect nonpublic personal information about you for business purposes in connection with our investment management operations. Such information is collected from the following sources:

 “Nonpublic personal information” is nonpublic information about you that we obtain in connection with providing you with a financial product or service for your personal, family, or household purposes.

What we do:

Visionary Asset Management, Inc. (“Visionary”) is registered as an investment adviser with the United States Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) under the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended (“Advisers Act”).  

Visionary is the Portfolio Manager and sponsor for the Visionary Asset Management Program, a wrap fee Program (the “Program”). 

How does Visionary protect my personal information?  
To protect you personal information from unauthorized access and use, we use measures that comply with federal law.  These measures include: Maintaining physical, electronic, and procedural safeguards to protect the nonpublic personal information we have about you.  We treat this information in a confidential manner.  We restrict access to nonpublic information about you to employees who have an appropriate reason to access it, such as to administer your account or offer our products and services. We educate our employees on the importance of protecting the privacy and security of confidential personal information.  In addition, we require third parties with whom we share information to: Maintain policies and procedures designed to assure only appropriate access to, and use of information about, our customers; and maintain physical, electronic and procedural safeguards that comply with federal standards to guard nonpublic information of our customers.

Should we dispose of any personal credit reports or nonpublic personal information we may obtain, we ensure that it is completely destroyed before disposal.

How does Visionary collect my personal information?

We collect your personal information, for example, when you complete the required Account Opening Documents and Other Forms, which may include information such as your name, address, social security number, income information, net worth, investment experience, educational background and banking information; Account History, such as information regarding the assets in your account and your account’s transactions, including the parties to a transaction, the positions held or sold, and pricing; and Correspondence, written, telephonic or electronic between you, us and/or any service providers for your account.

Why can’t I limit sharing?

Federal law gives you the right to limit only

· sharing for affiliates’ everyday business purposes – information about your creditworthiness;
· affiliates from using your information to market to you;

· sharing for non-affiliates to market you.

State and individual companies may give you additional rights to limit sharing.  Please check with your state of residence or individual companies for additional rights.

	Companies related by common ownership or control.  

· Our affiliates include: AlphaSource Investment Counsel, Inc., Next Financial Group, Inc., Next Financial Insurance Company, and WE2, Inc.  

	Non-affiliates
	Companies not related by common ownership or control.  

· They can be financial and non-financial companies: In the normal course of business may be shared with other persons who provide services in connection with your account (including brokers, administrators, custodians, accountants or attorneys, as well as any other service providers for your account or regulator).

	Joint Marketing
	A formal agreement between non-affiliated financial companies that together market financial products or services to you.
